Now that guidance has been issued from CCEA, staff are
working diligently to ensure that the grades assigned are fair and accurate, insofar as possible and it is, of
course, in everyone’s interest that this is the case.

Soon teachers will also be sending work for starting Year 14 courses. It is important that students follow their
instructions and fully engage with the work.
