It is important to acknowledge that this year is not like any other year as a result of COVID 19. A parental contribution school funds form is also enclosed. This voluntary contribution will allow us to enhance the provision for all our pupils and I trust you will support our request. 

In case of an emergency we need accurate details of home and mobile numbers to ensure you are contacted immediately should the occasion arise. If your contact details change during this year, please phone the school and inform the office staff. We also invite you and your child to read and complete the enclosed Covid 19 student agreement form. Kindly return the agreement to your child’s Form Teacher on the first morning in school. 

The school has installed a thermal screening camera in the foyer at the main door.  All students, staff and visitors must enter the school through the main door to enable a temperature reading.  In the event of a student presenting with a temperature a parent/carer will be contacted to arrange collection. 

We will update parents/guardians as the guidance is released from the Department of Education and Public Health. If you haven't already done so, I urge you to download our School App as it is the main source of communication we have with our parents. Please download from App Store. You must update your child’s new Form Class at the start of every school year.  Please also check the school website and social media platforms for updates. 

In the meantime, I hope you and your family enjoy the remainder of the summer break and we look forward to welcoming your son/daughter back to school.
