Subject text books
are to be returned to teachers on the day of the final examination for that subject.

Results will be available for AS students in school on Thursday 19t August 2010 at
11.00am. Interviews for students who have not reached their full potential or who have failed to meet
the minimum entry requirement of 3Cs or equivalent will be scheduled.
